Larnaca International Airport

Larnaca International Airport is located in the southeast of the island near the popular resort of the same name and receives a lot of air traffic in the summer months, mainly from the UK, Scandinavia and Germany. Larnaca Airport has one terminal and is busiest from May to November. Intercity buses provide public transport to Larnaca and other towns and cities in Cyprus, while there are also taxis operating from outside the terminal. The airport is about 50 km away from Limassol.

	Taxi - Mainly private taxis provide transport from the airport to Larnaca city and the beachfront hotels, they are available 24 hours a day and there is a board displaying fares situated in the Arrivals hall.
Bus - There are intercity buses that connect the airport with all major towns and cities in Cyprus, and they only operate from 06h30 to 16h00.
Road - There are many options available to travelers arriving and leaving the airport. Passengers can either use car; bus; or taxi services.

	A tourist information office is situated in the Arrivals hall, and an airport information office, as well as Airline information desks, are situated on the public concourse level of the airport.

	Money:
	The airport has 3 banks, which are situated on the public concourse and in the Arrivals Hall.

	There is a post office situated on the public concourse level. There are hotel reservation desks; a first aid room; and tour operator desks located in the Arrivals Hall of the airport. A dedicated lounge is operated by Cyprus Airways.

	In the Departures Hall you'll find a range of duty-paid and duty-free shops, selling a wide range of local and international products, there is also a gift shop located on the public concourse level of the airport.

	Shopping:
	The airport has a cafe located on the public concourse level, and a cafe and restaurant located in the Departures Hall. They serve a range of refreshments catering to almost any taste.

	Business Facilities:
	There is a business center located in the Cyprus Airways lounge, where they offer fax; internet; and telephone services to business passengers.

	The airport is easily accessable by disabled passengers, there are disabled toilets and there are ambulifts to help disabled passengers board aircraft. There are also dedicated car parking spaces for disabled travellers.

Paphos International Airport

Paphos International Airport is located in the west of the island and serves the nearby resorts of Limassol which is about 50 km away, and Coral Bay. It is located 13kms southeast of Paphos, on the island’s southern shore. Paphos Airport is a small facility with minimal services, but it receives about 1.5-million passengers per year who mainly arrive on flights operated by charter airlines. Situated just east of the city, buses provide access to Paphos and other nearby resorts, while taxis will take you anywhere you want to go.

Getting to and from Paphos

The E603 airport access road joins the B6 motorway, which runs along the coast northwest to Paphos, a 15-minute journey. To the east on the same road are the towns of Episkopi, Limassol and Larnaca (about 100kms distant). Bus service is available at the airport, departing from just outside the terminal building. The trip into Paphos takes from 15 to 25 minutes, depending on traffic. Taxis are also available for transport into Paphos (fare, €8.75) and other island destinations. Travellers are advised to establish the fare with the driver before embarking. 

Amenities at Paphos International Airport

A Bank of Cyprus in the arrivals area is open in conjunction with flight times. There are also ATM and currency exchange facilities available there. A first-aid nurse is on duty as flight schedules warrant. For those travelling with young children, a nursery is open 24 hours a day (free of charge) in the departures lounge. A few shops sell duty-free luxury items plus international newspapers, books, toys, gifts and souvenirs. A restaurant, a café and a bar serve light meals and refreshments during the airport’s hours of operation. Facilities for disabled passengers include wheelchair access throughout the terminal, as well as specially adapted washrooms and lifts.

Short- and long-term parking is available in car parks adjacent to the terminal.
