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QUALIFICATION SYSTEM 

2007 RS:X European Championship Qualification System
The following competitors qualify:

a) Pre-Qualified Places 
i. The top 35 finishers from the last RS:X European Championship

ii. The top 3 finishers from each of the last RS:X Continental Championships outside Europe wishing to enter the ‘European Open’ may do so. 

NB. Pre-Qualification places won by individuals are restricted to the individual concerned and are not transferable. 

b) Entries by right 

Each European full member (National Class Association) in good standing is entitled to:

i. One place 

ii. Plus one additional place for each of its sailors in the top 100 on the ISAF Ranking list current 100 days prior to the first day of event registration, 

c) Maximum Quota per National Class Association.

i. The maximum entry quota per member country is 12 (pre-qualified places & entries by right together)

ii. If the maximum country quota is over-subscribed, those holding pre-qualified places shall have priority over those awarded a place by right except that there shall always be one sailor selected by right

iii. If the maximum country quota is still over subscribed, then those holding pre-qualified places shall be ranked according to the latest ISAF Ranking List. The top 11 shall qualify. (+ one place by right)

d) Confirmation of Entries

i. Each full member (National Class Association) shall pay the entry fees of his nationals who have pre-qualified and those of his entries by right to which he is entitled at least 90 days prior to the first day of event registration.

ii. At the same time, the NCA shall confirm & guarantee by e-mail to the class Executive Secretary that they shall take part.

iii. Entries shall be made and paid for on line through the class website at www.rsxclass.com
iv. If the maximum fleet size is over-subscribed, those holding pre-qualified places have priority. For places by right, the highest ranked sailors on the ISAF Ranking List have priority, provided that each country that has made an entry has one place by right.

e) Wild Card Entries
i. Each full member (National Class Association) in good standing is entitled to apply for one or more wild card entries. Application shall be made by e-mail to the Executive Secretary at the same time (90 days prior to the first day of the event) as payment is made for pre-qualified places and places by right. 

ii. Wild cards shall not count as part of the maximum country quota.

iii. 70 days before first day of event registration and if the maximum fleet size is not taken up, the class will confirm those wild card places awarded based on each sailors standing on the ISAF Ranking List current 100 days prior to the first day of event registration.

iv. Having received class confirmation of the wild card places awarded, a full member shall immediately pay the relevant entry fees.

f) Rejection of Entries

i. The Class will inform those whose registrations have been rejected at the first available opportunity and make the necessary refund of entry fees,
